"x =" appears at the bottom of the screen. 
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Type a value of x. For x = 2, type "2" and the corresponding value of y will be displayed. 
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The equation in the upper right hand corner indicates the function is being evaluated. The "X" on the graph indicates the location of the point (x,y). 



Note: The typed value of x must be between the Xmin and Xmax values entered in
