IT 7993 Capstone Project Short Video Guide

General instruction
Each project team is expected to create a short video (1-2 minutes) video to show off their project. The project teams are encouraged to be creative and collect material for the video during the course of the project. 

Requirements of the short video 
1. The video should have appropriate title and ending credit. The video should have 720p or better resolution. The length of the video should not exceed 2 minutes. 
2. Acceptable types of videos
a. Mini movie like – composed of the pictures, screen shots, or short clips. Example:

b. System demonstration – show how the developed system works. Example: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=3iykKVIE4-s&feature=youtu.be 
c. Explanation of project – use a PowerPoint slide or a poster to introduce your project and explain what you have done in this project. 
d. Teams are encouraged to be creative on the video they are creating. 

Submission & Grading
The video file should be submitted to D2L Short Video drop box by the deadline specified in course calendar. The video file should be in .MP4 format. 
The video counts 2.5% of course grade and will be evaluated based on the requirements listed above and creativities of the video.
