TEACHER BEHAVIOR CATEGORY

Code
Description of Teacher

Informing
Telling, explaining, paraphrasing, demonstrations, reviewing, or summarizing.


Stressing important points or objectives.

Observing
Silently observing, watching, or monitoring student performance

Structuring
Directing performance or signaling transitions.  Instructions dealing with management of people, space, equipment, or assignments.

Questioning
Asking questions that are intended to evoke verbal or motor responses.  Rhetorical questions.

Praising
Praises, commends, accepts, or encourages student ideas, performance or attempts

Feedback
Feedback that is immediate, specific task relevant can include correct or incorrect responses.

Controlling
Disciplinary comments or actions, criticizing or justifying authority.

None
None of the above behaviors.

Enthusiasm
If anyone of the above behaviors was emitted in a way that excitement and interest were apparent through tone of voice, gestures, facial expressions, or movement of the head.

Lacks clarity
If anyone of the above behaviors lacked clear interaction.  This should be based on student reactions, puzzled looks, questions, and confusion in following directions.

STUDENT BEHAVIOR CATEGORY

Code
Description

ON TASK (physically engaged)
The student is appropriately physically involved in subject matter activity in such a way as to produce a high degree of success.

RESPONDING (Student talk)
The student is talking in response to the teacher, or discussing the content with peers.

COGNITIVE (Cognitively engaged)
The student appears to be listening to the teacher, a student responding, watching a demonstration or film or reading instructions. Passively engaged.

PREPARING (Response preparing)
The student is getting ready to respond to a learning task, getting equipment, relocating, waiting for a turn.

SUPPORTING
The student is engaged with the purpose of assisting others to perform.

OFF TASK
Not engaged in an appropriate cognitive or motor task, e.g., getting a drink of water, taking a break, etc.

DISRUPTIVE (Disruptive Behavior)
The student performs an act that interferes with the functioning of another individual or group.

NONE
None of the above behaviors.

POSITIVE
Positive non-verbal approval of the activity or interaction, e.g., smiling, nodding head.

NEGATIVE
Negative non-verbal, verbal disapproval of the activity or interaction, e.g., frowning, grimacing.
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
