3) Briefly compare and contrast the social systems of lions & hyenas. 

4) From the perspective of a biologist, what is “wrong” with what is said and/or how things are said or portrayed, by the narrator of this video?  (I’m not necessarily looking for any single, specific point/quote but about the video in general).

5) What did you think of this video?  Did it provide you with new insights or information about mammal ecology and social behavior?
