DESCRIPTION OF TEACHER ANALYSIS

Teacher Analysis is a category system that describes how instructional time is used in the physical education classroom. The purpose is to obtain accurate time values of events as they occur during the lesson. The system is based on the assumption that the teacher has control over time decisions. In other words, the teacher decides when to start and stop class activities as well as which methods and procedures will be used.

Inter-observer reliability of objectivity correlation coefficients have been established with a range of .94 to .99.

The instrument identifies 10 functions that occur in the physical education classroom. The functions are Non-Activity Instruction, Controlling, Management, Activity Interaction, Monitoring, Modeling, Summation, Activity, Instruction, Transition and Uncoded.

TEACHER ANALYSIS FUNCTION DESCRIPTIONS

■ 1) NON-ACTIVITY INSTRUCTION -- Teacher speaks directly to entire class; class physical movement is restricted (standing or sitting); includes lecturing, asking questions and so forth.

♦ 2) CONTROLLING -- This category includes disciplinary verbalization and punishment when given to the individual, small group or whole class as a means of controlling deviant behavior. This category can include direction clarification if it is presented in a disciplinary manner.

♦ 3) MANAGEMENT -- This category includes organizational patterns such as getting equipment out, setting up equipment, and grouping for instruction, drills, games or teams. Direction giving and direction clarification are included in this function.

■ 4) ACTIVITY INTERACTION -- Instructional or managerial information given to students while they are involved in performing activities such as movement tasks, scrimmages, and games or their own initiated behavior. Information must not cause students to stop participating in the activity in order to be coded in this category. Performance and/or management cues are examples to be included in this category.

♦ 5) MONITORING -- A teacher observes a class without reacting verbally to the behaviors of the students; the teacher is not being addressed by a student or group of students. Maintaining eye contact with the class is necessary.

■ 6) MODELING -- The teacher demonstrates a skill or activity used to show students the correct or incorrect way to perform a skill or behavior. This also includes teacher directed student demonstrations and demonstrations that are used to clarify a movement task.

■ 7) SUMMATION -- This area encompasses three categories, summative-lesson if a review of something that was taught that day. If reference is made to student(s) performance then it is coded summative-performance. If reference is made to the next day's procedures or content then it is coded summative-future.

■ 8) ACTIVITY INSTRUCTION -- Entire class actively engages in teacher directed controlled movement tasks while instructional actions are directed toward an individual or small group.

♦ 9) TRANSITION -- Time devoted to managerial and organizational activities related to instruction. Periods of change from one activity to another, including students dispersing (spread out in activity to find space, equipment and/or teammates) and converging (students come together as one group at teacher established location).

10) UNCODED -- Any behavior that cannot be seen or heard or does not fit into the other categories Examples --- being absent from the teaching setting or talking with bystanders.

Two additional categories are presented for additional assessment. These are:

■ CONTENT BEHAVIORS -- addition of percentages in functions 1, 4, 6, 7, & 8.

♦ MANAGEMENT BEHAVIORS -- addition of percentages in functions 2, 3, 5 & 9.

■ Content functions are central to the purpose of education and should reveal major consumption of class time.

♦ Class management activities are legitimate time consumers, but should be scrutinized for efficiency.
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
